Device overview



Button actions

Pairing button

Press for 5s to restore factory settings.

Press for 1-2 seconds to pair the with Doorbell.

Volume button

Click to adjust volume.

Continuously click to adjust the volume in a

loop.

Ringtone button

Click to switch ringtone. There are four to

select from.

Pairing

1. To enter pairing mode, press the pairing button for 2 seconds and the status LED will flash red

slowly.

2. Press the doorbell button to pair. To indicate a successful pairing, the red LED will stop flashing

and the ringtone will play on the Chime.

Information

The Chime can connect to maximum of eight Doorbells.

Each Doorbell can have upto six Chime devices connected to it.

To pair with another Doorbell, enter pairing mode on the Chime and press the button on the next

Doorbell.



After a successful pairing, the volume will be set to the maximum level.

The volume of the device is adjusted in a loop, once at the minimum volume, one more press

will return the volume to the maximum level.

Each press of the ringtone button will cycle through the available tones.

During pairing mode, the red LED will flash.

When ringtones are playing, the blue LED will

flash.

Battery Information

The batteries (not included) have been specified to provide a long service life, whilst also

maintaining safety through limiting the output current. When disposing of the product, these

batteries must be removed and disposed of separately in accordance with the local regulations.

When powered via the Micro USB, batteries will not be charged.
